Up to two grants per year are offered with the grant being available once to a particular member.

Value: Up to £10,000 
Eligibility:
Applications are considered from Full and Early Career members.  If you are a Full Member, you will need to have been a member of the Society for a minimum of a year, and if you are an Early Career member you will need to have been a member for a minimum of 6 months.
It is anticipated that the applicant will hold a personal fellowship or be a newly appointed lecturer (or equivalent) holding a staff contract at a university or research institute, establishing their research group.
